Child Sponsorship Grants

Child Sponsorship grants are given to Christian children
who come from families who cannot afford a Parochial
primary education. An annual grant of $500 provides
one year of schooling and books. If someone elects to

support a young child, it is desirable for the sponsor
to commit for the full period of primary education or
seven years. In this manner, the child attains a level
of security, and this will develop a personal apprecia-
tion for their sponsor. In the end the sponsor will come
to know and love their children from the Holy Land.

Each sponsor will receive a picture of their child and
their family, and a Christmas greeting each year.

Terra Santa Schools

The Terra Santa schools, administered by the Francis-
can Custody, are unique because their philosophy is
to bring individuals together without any bias either to
social class or to Christian or non-Christian students in
terms of educational activities. The schools acquaint
the student with the values of family life and of society
so as to benefit from both. Each school attempts to
meet the needs of all those who are deprived physi-
cally, morally, economically, and to welcome them
as family. The policy of the Franciscan Terra Santa
Schools has always been openness and service to-
wards all.
